IN THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF NEW CONCORD, OHIO

RESOLUTION NO. 2025 -9 -2

EXTENDING THE AGREEMENT ENTERED INTO BY THE VILLAGE OF
NEW CONCORD, OHIO AND THE TOWNSHIP OF UNION, MUSKINGUM
COUNTY, OHIO AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the Village of New Concord (the “Village”) and Union
Township (the “Township”) previously negotiated an Annexation Agreement
pursuant to Ohio Revised Code section 709.192; and

WHEREAS, the terms of that agreement ended on December 31, 2023; and

WHEREAS, the agreement is beneficial to the health and safety of the
residents of New Concord.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Village of
New Concord, State of Ohio, that:

SECTION ONE: The Village of New Concord and the Township of Union
agree to extend the agreement as follows:

SECTION TWO: The term of this agreement shall commence on September
8, 2025.

SECTION THREE: The township hereby consents to the continued
annexation of the Territory into the Village, and the Township agrees that it shall not
challenge, oppose or assist any person or entity to challenge or oppose, before the
Board of County Commissioners (the “Board”) or Muskingum County (the
“County”), the Council of the Village or any court, the petitions of the owners of the
properties to have the properties annexed into the Village.

SECTION FOUR: The Township agrees and covenants that it will not assist
or encourage any person or entity owning all or any portion of the properties to
petition for the detachment of all or any portion of the properties from the Village,
and it will not advocate for the detachment of all or any portion of the properties from
the Village before the Board or any member of the Board.

SECTION FIVE: The Village shall continue to pay the Township the amount
that the Township would have received from the collection of the township road and
bridge real and personal property tax levy at the rate of three mills charged to all the
property in the Territory as if the Territory remained in the Township. Thus, effect
shall be given to increases and decreases in assessed valuation and to tax abatements
affecting the property in the Territory. Payment by the Village to the Township shall




be made within sixty (60) days of receipt by the Village of the distribution of the
corresponding tax collections by the county auditor to the Village.

SECTION SIX: If, hereafter, by reason of change in the law or any other
reason, the inside millage levied for the Township might increase, there shall be a like
increase in the millage used to compute the payment provided for in Section 5,
limited however, to the increase, if any, in inside millage actually adopted by the
Village; if there might be a decrease in the inside millage levied for the Township,
there shall be a like decrease in the millage used to compute the payment provided for
in Section 5, Changes in outside (voted) millage shall not affect the payments
provided for herein.

The assessed valuation of improvements hereafter erected in the Territory
classified by the county auditor as “residential,” but not “commercial” or “industrial”
shall be excluded from the assessed valuation used to compute the payments provided
for in Section 5.

SECTION SEVEN: This Agreement may only be amended by duly
authorized mutual consent of both parties.

SECTION EIGHT: The Village may grant Real and Personal Property
Abatements for the property in the Territory only upon receipt of a duly authorized
resolution of the Union Township Board of Township Trustees endorsing the specific
rates and language of said abatement. The endorsement of an abatement shall not be
used to negotiate amendments to any revenue-sharing agreement between the Village
and the Township. The Village shall not be required to approve any abatement
endorsed by the township.

SECTION NINE: If the Village fails to make any payment due to the
Township pursuant to this Section 5 within 60 days after receipt of said funds from
the Muskingum County Auditor, the Township may notify the County Budget
Commission of the Village’s failure to receive compensation from the Village’s

allocation of the undivided local government fund, all in accordance with Section
709.191 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION TEN: The Village and the Township acknowledge, understand
and agree that all or a portion of the properties could be detached from the Village
regardless of the Village’s and Township's present intentions. If all or any portion of
the Territory is detached from the Village during the period of this agreement, the
Village’s obligation to compensate the Township pursuant to Section 5 of this
agreement relative to the detached portion of the Territory shall cease.

SECTION ELEVEN: All covenants, stipulations, obligations and
agreements of the Village and the Township contained in this Agreement shall be
effective to the extent authorized and permitted by law. No covenant, stipulation,
obligation or agreement of any present or future member, officer, agent or employee
of the Village of the Township in such person’s individual capacity, and no such




person shall be subject to any personal liability for such covenants, stipulations,
obligations or agreements.

SECTION TWELVE: This agreement may be executed in several
counterparts, each of which shall be an original and all of which shall constitute but
one and the same instrument.

SECTION THIRTEEN: This agreement is and shall be deemed to be a
contract under the laws of the State of Ohio and for all purposes shall be governed by
and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Ohio. Should it be
necessary during the term of this Agreement in order to comply with State or Federal
laws the Village and the Township shall attempt to negotiate the necessary
amendments as permitted by Section 7. If no agreement can be made, the necessary
contract amendment shall be decided by neutral arbitration as established by the Ohio
Revised Code.

SECTION FOURTEEN: The Township Clerk shall be responsible for
calculating the payment amounts listed in Section 5 and providing a proper invoice to
the Village clerk treasurer on or about the times of revenue disbursements to the
Village by the county auditor.

SECTION FIFTEEN: The immediate necessity for this action is declared an
emergency for the preservation of public peace, health, and safety, and for the reasons
set forth above, and this ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage.
